Consistent with past practice, nonstate entities will be able to request state support in the budget that will be developed this fall by the Governor for the 2010-2012 biennium and submitted to the 2010 session of the General Assembly.  While applications will be accepted for consideration, it is important to note that the Commonwealth currently faces significant declines in general fund revenue and, as a result, is reducing or eliminating funding for many important services.  These reductions are expected to impact fiscal years 2010, 2011, and 2012.  As a result, it is not likely that funding will be recommended for nonstate entities if the current economic circumstances continue to impact state revenues and state services continue to be curtailed.

In the event that the economy and the state’s revenues recover, the Governor may be in a position to consider requests for funding to assist one-time capital and operating requests from nonstate entities.  If you would like your application to request funding to be on file, you must follow the instructions on this Web site.  Applications to request funding for nonstate entities for fiscal year 2011 and/or fiscal year 2012 will be due November 18, 2009.
