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Judicial Department 

 
The Judicial Department includes Virginia’s system of courts.  It has responsibility for legal proceedings for 
criminal offenses and civil issues, including custody and control of children, divorce and other family matters, 
traffic offenses, and the appointment of electoral boards.  The courts order funding for indigent defense 
through the “criminal fund,” and for the involuntary commitments through the “involuntary mental 
commitment fund.”  In addition to the court system, the Judicial Department includes other agencies that 
regulate the legal profession, as well as the Indigent Defense Commission and the Virginia Criminal Sentencing 
Commission.
